The Democratic Services team will be hosting a ‘Welcome and Acceptance of Office’ session, on Saturday 3 May from 9.30am to 3pm, where you will be supported in completing your acceptance of office, register of interests and other essential paperwork. This will also be an opportunity to pick up your ICT equipment. 

The formal member induction process starts the following week, commencing with the Members’ Market Day on Tuesday 6 May 2025. This will be an opportunity to meet with senior officers and receive information on Council services.
