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1.0 Value Recovery Plan and final disposal

The Contractor shall produce the Value Recovery Plan in accordance with paragraph
12.1 of Schedule 2 (Output Specification) of the Contract. The Value Recovery Plan will
contain as a minimum the Contractor’s policies and strategies with regard to the
marketing and sale of Products derived from the process. The Value Recovery Plan will

be finalised sixty (60) days prior to the Readiness Date.

The Value Recovery Plan is subject to review and shall be updated by the Contractor
annually or within sixty (60) days of a request made by the Authority, as set in paragraph
12.5 of Schedule 2 (Output Specification) of the Contract.

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1.1.1 Specifications required for the aggregates

The Contractor shall be responsible for the ownership of such Products in accordance
with paragraph 12.2 of Schedule 2 (Output Specification) of the Contract. The detail and
scope of these responsibilities are set out in this Method Statement.

The Contractor shall not be restricted or unreasonably held to any specific final use for
the aggregates from IBA treatment (as long as this use falls into the category of re-use or
recycling and conforms with Legislation and Guidance).

The Contractor will ensure that IBA produced at the Facility shall, as a minimum, be
sampled and analysed in accordance with the Environment Agency Ash Sampling
Protocol. Additional samples shall be taken and tested and appropriate action taken
whenever:

o end markets or use are changed; or

o itis suspected that the nature or composition of the IBA has changed such that
the treatment option currently selected may no longer be appropriate.

The following list contains a selection of the specifications that aggregates may be
required to comply with if used for construction purposes: The IBA aggregate will comply
with the standards appropriate to its end market.

1.1.2 Specifications required for recovered metals

Metals recovered from the IBA treatment will have low contamination levels and
variability. The Contractor will comply with relevant industry standards and specifications
for metal products required by the identified final market in categories such as variability
and contamination levels.

1.2 Performance targets and diversion targets

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1.3 Market outlets (primary and secondary/contingency)

The Contractor shall provide the Authority with full details of all outlets for all Products, all
final end points and identify which Products are recovered and which are Landfilled in
accordance with paragraph 12.3 of Schedule 2 (Output Specification) of the Contract.

The outlets and final disposal and end points for all Products are detailed in Table MS3.2
and Table MS3.3 below. The outlets for all Products as listed below are as agreed with
the Authority in accordance with paragraph 12.4 of Schedule 2 (Output Specification) of
the Contract. Before the Readiness Date, this list will include further details on any
relevant tonnage limitation and quality requirements.

Before using end markets and third party processors not included in Table MS3.2 and
Table MS3.3, the Contractor will inform the Authority in writing and will include all relevant
justification and evidence as set out in section 1.4 of this Method Statement at least
twenty (20) Business Days in advance in order for the Authority to review and agree the
addition of the end markets or third party processors to the approved list in Tables MS3.2 ‘
and MS3.3. In cases where no response is provided by the Authority in the twenty (20)
Business Days following the Contractor’s request, the proposed new end market will be
deemed accepted by the Parties. This agreement will be solely dependent on compliance
with all the requirements set in section 1.4 of this Method Statement. The Contractor will
also ensure that any proposed amendment to end markets/third party processors is
included in the forthcoming Monthly Service Report.

Under limited circumstances and for short term sales of quantities of IBA aggregates ‘
(spot market sales), the Authority will waive the requirement for twenty (20) Business ‘
Days’ prior notice for the addition of an off-taker. This concession is subject to the

Authority receiving the information required in section 1.4.2 relating to the off-taker from ‘
the Contractor. The Contractor will then be authorised to provide IBA aggregates to the ‘
additional off-taker. The Authority will carry out its due diligence following the provision of ‘
the necessary information. Should the Authority, during the course of its due diligence, |
identify information which would cause the Authority to withhold its agreement, the

Contractor will be notified immediately and will cease deliveries to that off-taker.

At the Commencement Date, the Contractor will hold letters of support from each of the
companies expressing an interest in providing outlets for each of the Products. Once the
Value Recovery Plan is finalised, additional documents such as contracts will be made
available to the Authority upon request.

As per paragraph 12.7 of Schedule 2 (Output Specification) of the Contract, the
Contractor will ensure that recovered Products are not disposed of to Landfill without the
express permission of the Authority (such permission shall not be unreasonably
withheld).
